ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION – NONSTOCK CORPORATION

These Articles of Incorporation for Brick by Brick for Tanzania!, Inc., were executed on the 16th day of October, 2007, by the undersigned for the purpose of forming a nonprofit, nonstock Wisconsin corporation under Chapter 181 of the Wisconsin statutes.

Article I: Name

The name of the corporation is Brick by Brick for Tanzania!, Inc.

Article II: Existence

Brick by Brick for Tanzania!, Inc. is created as a nonprofit, nonstock Wisconsin corporation under Chapter 181 of the Wisconsin Statutes. The corporation's period of existence shall be perpetual.  
Article III: Principal Office and Registered Agent

Article IV: Membership

The corporation will not have members.
Article V: Board of Directors

The affairs of the corporation shall be managed by a Board of Directors. The number of Directors and their manner of election or appointment and their terms of office shall be as provided in the bylaws of the corporation, but the number of Directors shall not be less than three.

Article VI: Purpose

This corporation is organized exclusively for educational, religious and charitable purposes as specified in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code to: 

(1) increase educational opportunities for the children of Tanzania by building pre-schools which offer young students an academic headstart; foster a safe, nurturing, healthy, environment and which encourage older siblings to remain in school by allowing mothers to work outside of the home; 

(2) raise the U.S. public’s level of awareness of the educational challenges of the children of Tanzania;

(3) create an infrastructure of continuing support, which may include possible scholarships and resource allocation for the students utilizing the schools built by the corporation;

(4) build bonds of communication between various secular and religious organizations in order to pool resources and eliminate duplication of services;
(5) partner with allied organizations whose missions complement that of Brick by Brick for Tanzania!, Inc.  (These organizations may provide curriculum, supplies, equipment, scholarships, teachers, etc.);
(6) lessen poverty in Tanzania by helping create employment opportunities directly related to the construction of the schools.
The corporation shall have all powers now or in the future given by law to nonstock corporations organized under the laws of Wisconsin, provided however that such powers may be exercised only to further the purposes stated in Article VI above.   The Corporation is expressly prohibited from engaging in any activity which would be inconsistent with the status of an educational, religious, and charitable organization as defined in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or any successor provision.  None of the above-stated activities of the corporation shall be construed as other than for purposes that are appropriate for an educational, religious, and charitable organization as defined in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or any successor provision. The purpose of the corporation is also expressly limited by the restrictions that are set forth in Article VII of these Articles of Incorporation.

Article VII: Restrictions

The internal affairs of the corporation shall be regulated by its Board of Directors

as described in the Bylaws.   In accordance with the applicable provisions of the Wisconsin statutes, upon the dissolution of the corporation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provisions for the payment of all debts, obligations, liabilities, costs and expenses of the corporation, dispose of all of the assets of the corporation exclusively for the purposes of the corporation in such manner, or to such organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or any successor provision, as the Board of Directors shall determine. Any such assets not so distributed of shall be disposed of by the Circuit Court for the county in which the principal office of the corporation is located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to the benefit of or be distributed to any director, employee or other private individual, partnership, estate, trust or corporation having a personal or private interest in the corporation.  The corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services actually rendered and reimbursement for expenses actually incurred in attending to the affairs of this corporation.

No substantial amount of the activities of the corporation shall be the carrying on of

propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation and this corporation shall not  participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributing of statements)

any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office.

Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, Brick by Brick for Tanzania!, Inc. shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation exempt from federal income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or any successor provision; or, (b) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, or any successor provision.

Article VIII: Amendment

These Articles of Incorporation may be amended in the manner authorized by law at the time of amendment.
